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Abstract

This article analyses the development of radical Islam in Indonesia during the first
half of the 2020s, focusing on the transformation of political Islamism and, importantly,
on the attempts by Islamists groups to consolidate both ideologically and organisationally.
It employs interdisciplinary historiography as methodological foundation. The research
examines the organisational contradictions in Islamism, contextualizing them within the
historical narratives of groups and movements that claim to be successors of the Islamic
Defenders Front. The findings indicate that the dissolution of the Islamic Defenders Front
resulted into a temporary destabilisation of radical Islamist discourse in contemporary
Indonesia, impacting both the organisational structures and ideological foundations of
Islamic radicalism. The author demonstrates how the adaptability of Islamism, along
with its ability to engage in acceptable forms of political activity, constitute a systemic
characteristic of modern radical Islam in Indonesia. He further analyses key structural and
organisational features of radical political Islam within Indonesian society. He assumes
that the evolution of radical Islam reflects a collective demand among certain segments of
Indonesian society for political Islam as an alternative to secularism. The author argues for
a comprehensive and interdisciplinary approach to studying radical Islam in contemporary
Indonesia, since Islam in its political dimension can be defined as an alternative to the
politics of secular elites. Overall, the article suggests that 1) Islamism remains an important
political factor, 2) Islamism effectively adapts to governmental policies, and 3) Islamism
seeks active participation in political processes, including election. The article concludes
that Islamism actualizes a viable political alternative to the official ideology upheld by
secular elites.
