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Abstract

The purpose of the article is a critical analysis of the sharp power concept devel-
oped by Ch. Walker and J. Ludwig, the staff of the National Endowment for Democracy.
The researchers comprehend sharp power as all the forms of foreign policy influence
of illiberal regimes and actually deny their ability to use soft power technologies. Since
this thesis is becoming particularly relevant due to the escalating confrontation between
the collective West and countries that are commonly referred to as illiberal democracies
or authoritarian regimes, the authors of the article attempt to conceptualize sharp power
through critical analysis of works of foreign and domestic scientists devoted to both
the polemic with Ch. Walker and J. Ludwig, and the development of an alternative in-
terpretation of the sharp power concept. J. Nye, the father of the soft and smart power
concepts, argues that sharp power is nothing but a new term to describe one of the aspects
of hard power. At the same time, numerous Western researchers consider sharp power
as a phenomenon independent of the soft power concept. Russian researchers go beyond
the Western mainstream and point not only to the hybrid nature of this concept but also
to its opportunistic interpretation. The authors of the article conclude that the application
of sharp power technologies is not an inherent property of the activities of illiberal coun-
tries, but a universal phenomenon that serves to describe destructive practices using soft
power resources. It is necessary to abandon the politicization of the sharp power concept
so that it can be applied as an independent analytical framework.
